** ALL EXHIBITORS with a single entry are required to purchase an extra 1/2 cage. Per show rule 6.21 each entry must be 
accompanied by the stipulated entry fee. All entries must be paid in full within 10 days of receipt or prior to the start of the 
show, whichever is first.

BEFORE CLOSING DATE. Check your confirmation for accuracy and contact the entry clerk with corrections BEFORE 
THE CLOSING DATE. There are no substitutions after the closing date. NO REFUNDS AFTER YOUR ENTRY HAS BEEN 
CONFIRMED OR FOR FAILURE TO ATTEND THE SHOW.   
Early Bird Special: All ENTRIES and PAYMENTS must be received on or before February 1, 2026 (checks mailed must be 
postmarked on or before February 1, 2026).  
CHECK IN: Saturday from 7:30 - 8:30 am. Cats not checked in by 8:30 am will be marked absent and the exhibitor must 
check-in with the clerk in each ring. JUDGING HOURS: Judging will start at 9 am both days. ADVERTISED SHOW HOURS: 
9 am - 4 pm both days. 
CATALOG INFO: Entry fees NO LONGER INCLUDE A PAPER CATALOG. AFTER THE SHOW CLOSES, each exhibitor 
will receive a link from the Entry Clerk for the show catalog. It is suggested you print the pages you will need (e.g. the pages 
that include your entries and the final pages). If you prefer to pay for a paper catalog YOU MUST request it when you enter 
and pay the fee above.  
SHOW HALL: International Association of Machinists and Aerospace Workers Building, 1032 S. Marietta Pkwy. SE, Marietta, 
GA  30060 Ph: 770-428-3385. The facility is air conditioned and is handicap access for rolling your carriers right into the show 
hall. People food will be available. Free Parking (behind the building). 
RESERVED PARKING: Reserved spaces will be available for $20 and are limited to ten.  Available only with paid entry, first 
come first served. Contact the Entry Clerk and please provide your tag number so the spaces can be monitored throughout 
the weekend.  
Scoring: All entries in Championship (except Novice), Premiership (except Novice) and registered Kittens will be scored for 
CFA awards. Owners of cats/kittens without registration numbers can contact the entry clerk for a Temporary Registration 
Number. 
Health: It is strongly advised that all cats or kittens entered or present in the show hall be inoculated before entry by a 
licensed veterinarian against feline panleukopenia (formerly known as feline distemper or feline infectious enteritis), feline 
rhinotracheitis, calicivirus and rabies. It is also strongly recommended that cats and kittens be tested and found negative for 
FeLV before entry.  All claws of all entries must be clipped prior to benching. Declawed cats are not eligible for competition. 
Benching: Single cage size is approximately 22” x 22” x 22” and is included with your entry.  Please bring cage curtains, 
fabric or towels to cover top, sides and back of cages.  Litter will be provided; please bring food & water bowls and litter pans.
